   Public education is one of the highest priorities in Iowa
government. With its low student-to-teacher ratio, Iowa is a great
environment for high-quality education, as reflected in the high
test scores of our students. For example, 90 percent of Iowa schools
score above the 50th percentile on basic skills tests each year. Our
state also has one of the highest literacy rates in the nation.
   One of the keys to this success is the fact that Iowa’s public
schools are controlled at the local level. Local control and decision
making over curriculum and the learning environment makes
our schools more adaptable and responsive to the changing needs
and high expectations of local communities.
